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Ornamental Features

Iceberg Alley Sageleaf Willow features delicate silver
catkins with red overtones and yellow anthers along the
branches from late winter to early spring before the
leaves. The flowers are excellent for cutting. It has
attractive grayish green foliage with white undersides and
tinges of silver which emerges white in spring. The fuzzy
pointy leaves are highly ornamental but do not develop
any appreciable fall color. The smooth bark and white
branches are extremely showy and add significant winter
interest.
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Landscape Attributes
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Iceberg Alley Sageleaf Willow is a dense multi-stemmed
deciduous shrub with a more or less rounded form. Its
relatively fine texture sets it apart from other landscape
plants with less refined foliage.

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This shrub will require occasional maintenance and
upkeep, and should only be pruned in summer after the
leaves have fully developed, as it may 'bleed’ sap if
pruned in late winter or early spring. It has no significant
negative characteristics.
